Student Trip Ms. Bowman-Monaco made a motion, seconded by Mr. Kline that the
Board approve the revised trip for the varsity cheerleaders to compete at the
2011 U.S. Finals – The Final Destination Cheerleading Championships in
Virginia Beach from April 7-11, 2011 (if they qualify on January 8, 2011 at
Robert Morris University).  As by practice, if the Secretary of Homeland
Defense declares a Code Red, any previously approved trips are cancelled.
The Superintendent has the authority to cancel trips regardless of Code Red
status to preserve the welfare and safety of our students and staff.
