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 123.1.  HIGH SCHOOL AUXILIARY UNITS/CHEERLEADING SELECTION 

 
1. Purpose  Auxiliary units participation for many students is an important part of that person’s 

high school experience. 
 

2. Definition Auxiliary units include participation in cheerleading, majorettes, color guard, flag 
corps, canonettes and drum major. 
 

3. Delegation of 
 Responsibility 

The administration shall develop a selection procedure that will maintain high 
quality standards as well as fairness in participation and selection. 
 

4. Guidelines Guidelines shall be developed by the administration that will incorporate several 
components including the following: 
 

 1. Competitive tryouts held annually. 
 

 2. When possible, procedures for the selection process distributed to all interested 
students four (4) weeks prior to competitive tryouts. 

 
 3. All students must tryout each year in order to be selected for an auxiliary unit or 

cheerleading squad. 
 

 4. Procedures for the selection process outline the eligibility, number selected for 
each unit or squad, alternates, selection of judges and criteria to be used by the 
judges in making selection. 
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
